WHY CATHOLIC FAQ 
 
I did not participate in any of the other Why Catholic programs. Can I 
still sign up for this one? 
 
 Yes!    Prior attendance is not a requirement – we encourage you to 
participate now. 
 
I did participate in the last program.  Do I have to stay with the same 
group?  
 
 You can choose to stay with the same group -- or you can change the group 
or the day of the week you attend.  Your participation is important! 
 
I’ve never participated in anything like this before, and I’m not sure 
what to expect -- or what’s expected of me! 
 
 We’re all in this together, helping each other grow in our faith.  Your group 
will have a facilitator who will guide the sessions and who will give you all the 
information you need to participate.  There is also a book that provides a 
complete outline for each session, including readings and information to help you 
better understand the teachings of our faith. 
 
How many people are in the groups? 
 If you sign up for one of the many groups that meet weeknights in private 
homes, the groups are usually 5 to 10 people. 
 If you sign up for the Monday morning group that meets in McKay Hall, 
there may be 40 or more who attend; they break up into smaller groups for 
discussion and faith-sharing. 
 
What is the cost of this program? 
 
 There is no cost to participate in Why Catholic?  But we do ask for a 
voluntary contribution of $10 to cover the expense to the Church for the 
workbook.  Your facilitator will have the book available, or you can obtain one 
when you sign up. 
We encourage you to visit the All Saints Gift Shop to purchase the Catechism of 
the Catholic Church if you do not already have one.  Your facilitator will also have 
a copy that you can purchase.
